1. Scheme of Entrance Examination: -

Objective Type Screening test will be conducted to shortlist the applicants

Syllabus & Rules for Entrance Examination.

Multiple choice questions (M.C.Q.) shall be based on the Basic Concepts of health and
disease, Nutrition, National health policies, health programs General Knowledge,
Reasoning, language proficiency, communication etc.

The candidate will be required to mark the correct answer with a black/blue ballpoint pen
in the given question.

Each correct answer will be given two marks. There shall be no negative marking.
Scratching, overwriting, and multiple answers will be considered as wrong answers and no

marks will be allotted to them.

2. Preparation of Merit list & selection of candidates: -
A merit list shall be prepared of those candidates appearing for the Entrance Examination.
The said merit list shall be used for the process of provisional admission.
In case of equal marks in the Entrance Test the following procedure shall be adopted for
deciding the merit.
a. First level:- The candidate with more aggregate marks (converted into percentages
up to 2 decimal points) at HSC.
b. Second Level:- The candidate with more aggregate marks (converted into
percentages up to 2 decimal points) at SSC
c. Third Level: - If the tie still persists then an older candidate will be preferred over
the younger candidate.

3. The candidate will be admitted provisionally subject to the submission of all original
documents and two sets of attested copies of the same in support of the claim made in the
application form i.e. Caste Certificate, Caste Validity Certificate, and non-creamy layer
certificate etc.

4. All admissions will be provisional till final Enrollment by MUHS Nashik.

Attendance: -

80% attendance is compulsory failing which students will not be allowed to appear for the

examinations. A medical certificate is necessary if absence is due to illness.

Stipend: - No stipend will be provided for this course.
